LOCAL GOVERNMENT SERVICE COMMISSION REGULATIONS, 1966
(Published 29th April, 1966)
Title.

1. These regulations may be cited as the Local Government Service
Commission Regulations, 1966.

Appointment of Chairman and Members.

2. The Chairman and wembers of the Local Government Service
Commission shall be appointed by Her Majesty’s Commissioner by
notice in the Gazette. Any such appointment may be by name or office.

Terms and Conditions of Appointment.

3. (1) Subject to the provisions of section 27 (2) of the Local
Government (District Councils) Law, 1965, all appointments made in
terms of regulation 2 shall be for a period of one year from the date of
publication in the Gazette.

(2) The Chairman or a Member may at any time resign his office
by notice in writing addressed to the Minister and on the receipt of
such notice by the Minister the Chairman or Member concerned shall
thereupon cease to be Chairman or Member of the Commission.

(3) Members shall be paid the allowances prescribed in the
Schedule from moneys provided for such purpose by or under any law.

SCHEDULE
(Regulation 3 (3))

Subsistence Allowance.

1. Every Member shall receive an allowance at the rate of six rand
for every day or part thereof exceeding four hours that he is necessarily
absent from home in attending any meeting of the Liocal Government
Service Commission.

Transport Allowance

2. (1) Every Member shall receive an allowance in accordance with
the provisions of subparagraph (2), in respect of one return journey
undertaken by him by the shortest convenient route by any public road,
rail or air service from his home to any meeting of the Commission.

(2) Such allowance shall be a sum equal to the fare actually
paid up to the maximum of the ordinary firstclass fare payable on such
public road, rail or air service.
