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67. The Drugs and Related Substances Act, hereinafter referred to as
“the repealed Act”, is hereby repealed.

68. (1) All subsidiary legislation made under the repealed Act and
in force immediately prior to the coming into operation of this Act shall, 
in so far as it is not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, continue 
in force as if made under this Act.
 (2) The repeal of the Act shall not be construed as invalidating any 
process undertaken in terms of the repealed Act. 
 (3) Notwithstanding the repeal of the Act, proceedings commenced 
under the repealed Act shall be dealt with, inquired into and determined 
in accordance with that repealed Act.

69. The Minister may make regulations for the better carrying out
and giving effect to the provisions  of this Act, and without prejudice to 
the generality of the foregoing, such regulations may provide for — 

(a) any matter to be prescribed under this Act;
 (b) the procedure for the registration of medicines, and the cancellation

  or suspension of such  registration;
 (c) the procedure for obtaining the approval of the Director in any

 matter where the approval of the Director is required under this
  Act, and for the withdrawal or suspension of such approval;

 (d) the control and regulation of the manufacture, import, export,
 distribution sale and dispensing of medicines;

 (e) the labelling and advertising of medicines;
 (f) forms to be used and fees to be paid in respect of applications

  under this Act;
 (g) the inspection of premises under this Act; or
 (h) the control, conduct and regulation of clinical trials or medical

 research on any medicine, or any scientific or medical experiments
in relation to habit-forming medicines.

2.  Amendment of section 43 of Cap. 46:04

An Act to amend the Banking Act.
Date of Assent: 4th September, 2013.
Date of Commencement: 20th September, 2013.
ENACTED by the Parliament of Botswana.

1. This Act may be cited as the Banking (Amendment) Act, 2013 and
shall come into operation on publication.

2. The Banking Act is amended in section 43 —
 (a) subsection (2) by inserting immediately after paragraph (g), the

following new paragraph —
“(h)  the information is required by the Botswana Unified Revenue 

Service —
(i)  in connection with its function to counteract tax fraud and 

other forms of tax evasion in accordance with section 4 (2) (d) 
of the Botswana Unified Revenue Service Act,  or 

(ii)  for the purpose of responding to a valid request for information 
under an agreement referred to under section 53 of the Income 
Tax Act”; and

 (b) by substituting for subsection (5), the following new subsection — 
“(5) Where a police officer requires any information from a bank relating 
to the transactions and accounts of any person, he may apply to a court 
of competent jurisdiction for an order of disclosure of such transactions 
and accounts or such part thereof as may be necessary”.
